_____ Principal’s Advisory Committee – Comprised of staff, administration and parents, this group meets regularly to 

discuss concerns and issues to improve the school community. The committee meets four times during the year 
and over the summer. 

 
_____ School Safety – Assist with traffic control during the first few weeks of school to ensure the safety of students 

during morning drop off and afternoon departure. 
 
_____ Spirit Wear – Help sell Dolphins-themed sportswear and gym uniforms during Back-To-School Night and 

throughout the year. 
 
_____  Staff Appreciation – Help out with several special events through the year, including a one-week event in May 

to show our appreciation to our RPMS staff. 
 
_____  Year-end Celebrations – Help supervise end-of-year activities like band/orchestra parties and RPMS’s fabulous 

last-day-of-school carnival.
